Mission Possible (C) Participants will design, 

build, test and document a "Rube Goldberg-like de-

vice" that completes a required Final Task using a 

sequence of consecutive tasks. 

Storm the Castle (B ) 
Teams will bring a device (Trebuchet) , that uses only 

the energy of a falling counterweight, It will be launch-

ing a ball into a box at least as big as a 20 cm cube, 

with an open top.  

Towers (B & C) 
The objective of this event is 

to design and build the light-

est tower capable of sup-

porting a load of up to 15 kg.  

Gravity Vehicle (C) 
Teams will bring a bring a vehicle and 

ramp that uses gravitational potential ener-

gy as the vehicleôs sole means of propul-

sion to reach a Target Point as quickly, as 

accurately, and as close to their predicted 

time as possible.  

Helicopter Egg Drop (B & C) 
A team will construct a device which 

uses a helicopter rotor(s) to safely 

transport a raw chicken egg from a 

specified height to the floor without 

breaking it and as slowly as possible.  

Helicopters (C) 
Teams construct and test free flight rubber

-powered helicopters to achieve maximum 

flight times.  

Robotic Arm 

(C) 
 Prior to the compe-

tition teams must 

design, build, docu-

ment and test one 

robotic device to move 

various items.  

Bottle Rockets (B) 
Participants will launch a 

pre-built 1L pop-bottle 

rocket using the air pres-

sure power. The winning 

team is the one whose 

rocket stays aloft for the 

greatest length of time.  

Mousetrap Vehicle (B) 
Teams design, build, and test one vehicle 

using one mousetrap as its sole means of propulsion to reach a target as 

quickly, accurately and close to their predicted time as possible.
